Phese should not be too difficult for a good woman wrotH do not 
know how many balls of thread go into a dress, but you mentioned 
in one letter that by the time you furnish the thread and pay 
a woman to crochet it, it costs you six or seven for the thread 
and $10.50 for her to crochet it. These should be easier than 
a dress once she learns to do them, as they are the individual 
motifs, not joined, as they would be in a bedspread or tablecloth. 
So it should be satisfactory for her to be paid the same as if she 
were doing a dress with the same amount of thread in it. Use the 
balance to ship it to me air mail. If I did not send enough 
please tell me and I will send you the balance or material. 
The little white snowflakes sell for $1.00 made up ere in the 
U.S. so we will have to compete. I plan to line the bell with 
red and stuff it with batting. I will use nylon thread like on 
the snowflakes to hang them from the christras tree, so don't 
have your lady crochet hangers of any kind.
