send me dresses (slow boat) o The cotton ones are especially popular 
wi t h the young people and being near a universitY I I can probably sell 
cotton ones that would fit young girls like Julie and Ephanes best a 
You have very good taste , Sarah o The dresses you have sent me were 
beautiful o 

Oh , by the way , you are still not sending the dresses the cheapest 

way o Ask for the GREEN STICKER, mark the box GIFT The value would 
be the $lB to $20 it cost you to make them , so that you can sendtwo 
nylon dresses in one box and one cotton dress in a box (the small one) 
A bedspread or a tablecloth would go in the larger box and cos~ Don i t 
send more than two dresses at a time or the value gets too large and 
I would have to pay customs on it You can send up to $50 0 in one box 
from Zimbabwe and since all ours cleared without custom in the US I 
presume that much would be allowable here , tooo I have enclosed the top 
of a box so that you will know what to ask for It is called SMALL PACKET o 
GIFT o You can send one box a week (which you will never be d9 ing) to 
the same address in the U 0 So L "t/'

cms o If you cut them as below they will give you 4 ~ 36 x 45 baby quilts 
with some waste o In the US I can get a bat 90 x lOB which gives you 
exactly 6 baby quilts It will cost 4 to 5 dollars to mail them slow boat, 
so for the batt plus the shipping (slow boat) i can get them to you for 
12 0 00 which is ~bout 2 00 per batt per qUi? /;:;) .
